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Auxiliary Words “7” and “B#” in Zibo Dialect

Abstract: In Chinese the external morphological changes are not developed, but function words play a
very important role in forming sentences. Among them, the auxiliary word " 7 " is one of the most
commonly used function words. It can be used to express the completion of actions and behaviors (1),
and it can also be used to affirm changes in affairs (2). In Zibo dialect, the meaning of " 7" is mainly
expressed through two words--"7 (lio’)" and "B (lid")", " T (lio’)" is equivalent to the dynamic auxiliary
word in Mandarin "7 1", and " (lid")" can play the role of the modal auxiliary word "7 2" in Mandarin.
However, in addition to this, the " 7" and "l&" in Zibo dialect can also express meanings and emotions
thatthe "7 1" and "7 2" in Mandarin do not have. At the same time, the usage of " " and "li#" in Zibo
dialect also has its own uniqueness. Studying the auxiliary words " 7" and "l#" in Zibo dialect can not
only deepen our understanding of function words in Chinese, but also contribute to the protection of
dialects.
