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Research on Terminology Translation of Traditional Chinese Medicine
from the Perspective of Cognitive Terminology
—— an analysis of terminology translation

Abstract: Terminology translation is more cultural communication than only the conversion of words and
expressions. The rich cultural connotation of a term determines its complexity in cross language
communication. With the deepening of cognitive research paradigms, the internal relations between
terms in cognitive science and their scientific knowledge and the status in the cognition and
communication are prominent. Traditional Chinese Medicine (TCM) is a unique resource in the Chinese
traditional knowledge treasure house, and it is also one of a few Chinese industries with independent
intellectual property rights. Under the strategic guideline of "going out" of Chinese culture, the translation
of TCM terms as an important part of Chinese traditional culture is the first task. In this paper, the
particularity of TCM terms and the cognitive and cultural factors involved in their translation are analyzed.
