Abstract: In history of the Balkans, people of different nationalities and
different identities have successively proposed many forms of Balkan unity
thought in the process of pursuing national liberation and national independence,
and practiced the Balkan alliance or the federal movement. Due to internal
diversity, heterogeneity and opposition, especially the lack of joint responsibility
for the Balkan joint cause, coupled with opposition from big powers and big
power groups, the thoughts and practices of Balkan revolutionary democrats,
socialists (including social democrats and communists) and the second-track
activists have either failed to materialize or ended in failure. Nevertheless, as
the positive and progressive aspects of the Balkans, they interpreted the “the
Balkans for the Balkan Peoples” concept and its practical difficulties, providing
a rich source and alternative perspectives for understanding and restoring the
objective Balkan modern history. Similarly, the elimination of internal divisions
and confrontation in the region can’t be achieved in a single day. The negative
legacy brought about by the disintegration of Yugoslavia will remain for a long
time, and the cause of European integration will be multifaceted. After the end
of the Cold War, the Balkan countries collectively choose to integrate into the
European family in order to achieve regional cooperation, understanding and
progress.They, however, still have long way to go.
