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The Evolution of Russian Policy Towards Africa and the Cooperation Between
China and Russia in the Field of Relations with Africa

Abstract: During the period of polarization, for expansion of its influence sphere and challenge to the American
hegemony, the Soviet Union attached importance to relations with the third world countries, paid more attention
to Africa in particular. At the beginning of the post-cold war, Africa was once a neglected area by Russian
diplomacy. Since the new century, due to Africa’s rising international political and economic influence and its
need of integration into the global economic system, Russia has adjusted its policy toward Africa. Russia uses the
advantage of energy and military equipment to promote and deepen the practical cooperation the fields of political,
economic and defense. The policies towards Africa of China and Russia have similarities in principle. There is no
fundamental difference in political interests and there is also no structural conflict existing in the economic and
trade cooperation. Therefore two countries can cooperae in their relations with Africa.
